Reasons to choose T-Mobile as your Service Provider:

Coverage: T-Mobile uses GSM phone that it will unlock so you can use the same phone internationally at local rates if you travel to Europe and other countries where GSM is the standard (or you can roam internationally, though doing so is expensive). It is owned by Deutche Telecom which is the largest cell phone company in the world. Your chances of having coverage are good (except in rural areas that depend on analog coverage). T-Mobile provides engineered coverage maps on their Web page, so you can look up address-level coverage. [Click on Coverage, then on See larger image then on Check street level coverage and enter the address or intersection you are interested in checking. 

Anywhere your T-mobile phone works in the U.S. is included with no extra charge for roaming or long distance (unless you are on a limited regional plan) in Corporate service plans (and with a small monthly upgrade on individual plans). 
Because structures and topography relative to the location of individual cell towers create holes in coverage, it is always a good idea to check a carrier’s coverage in the locations that matter most to you (your home & workplace, etc.) before selecting a carrier. Basements of large buildings are particularly troublesome. Contact Purchasing Cell Phone management if you need to borrow a phone overnight to verify coverage from a carrier you want to try. 
Price: T-Mobile has a lower price structure than most other carriers, which may make it your best deal, depending on your usage factors. Currently T-Mobile is offering aggressive equipment discounts on phones for new subscribers) so most of the phones they offer are free. T-Mobile offers quantity discounts on corporate and individual service plans affiliated with BYU, which will be adjusted as we attain monthly account volume. (At this time (March 2005) we have not earned any discounts.) Depending upon the base rates for the service plan you need, the number of minutes you use, and the way you use promotional periods and features such as Nights and Weekend and Mobile to Mobile In-Network calling, T-Mobile may or may not represent the lowest cost per minute.

Equipment Credits: In return for a one-year service commitment, T-Mobile will subsidize the cost of new equipment. You are eligible for another equipment upgrade with subsidy in eleven months.

Flexible Corporate Pooling Plans: Corporate account customers may join a T-Mobile pooling plan that will cost less per month than Verizon Zero$ Access service if you use over 115 minutes per month or do any phoning outside the Utah and southern Idaho local coverage area. T-Mobile pooling plans include national roaming, nationwide long distance. In-Network and Unlimited night and weekend minutes are not charged at all. 
Mobile-to-Mobile or In-Network Minutes: On many calling plans calls between T-Mobile phones are not counted against the “bucket” of “Any Time Minutes” that your monthly access fee is based upon. If lots of people you call (or who call you) are on T-Mobile those calls are free if your plan has free In-Net minutes. So there may be a significant advantage to being on T-Mobile if a large majority of the cell phones you talk with are also on T-Mobile.
